In 1880, brothers Charles and Augustus Storrs donated land and money to start an agricultural school in 
Connecticut. In 1881, the Connecticut governor signed legislation accepting the Storrs’ gift, and classes  

at Storrs Agricultural School began on Sept. 28. More than 130 years later, here we are as one of the  
top 25 public universities in the nation.
